Where you are not satisfied with
the responses from coaches, please direct your concerns to the Board of Directors in writing.

Parents are encouraged to watch classes and workouts. When observing, we ask that you remain
in designated pool spectator areas. To ensure your child' s safety, you are requested to leave the
coaching up to the professional instructors. Please remember that overly enthusiastic observation
is detrimental to the progress of your children and is discouraged in the spectator areas. We do
want you to be your child's biggest fan and a club ambassador in the stands.

Diving is considered by some to be an extreme sport that carries with it a certain element of
danger. All of our coaches are qualified professionals and the safety of your child is paramount to
al of the coaching staff. It isimportant to support your child at home and in the stands but please
do not offer coaching technique or suggestions. Even problems at home or arguments at home can
lead to problems on the deck. Make the coaches aware of any problems so they can handle the
athlete appropriately.
